To improve student performance in our school, an extensive analysis of student results and a comprehensive program review
were completed. As a result of these steps, a variety of interventions which include Multi-Tiered System of Supports {MTSS),
Read Naturally, Prodigy math, Lexia, Fountas and Pinnell LLI, Second Step and Sonday Programs have been implemented
during the 2017-2018 school year.
